What impression do you believe that people have of your company?

If you have one idea that you want to impress upon your clientele, what would it be?

Who are your major competitors? URL(s)?

What sites do you feel have great design that could inspire this project? *IMPORTANT
If you already have a site, tell me a bit about it:

What parts of your current website do you feel are successful? Why?

What are your current website's shortcomings?

Are you willing to revamp your website’s current feel, branding, etc.?

Let's talk about what you need me to create:

How many pages will your site need? How many different templates (page layouts)?

Do you require a website that you can edit and add content to (Content Management System)?

Do you want to sell any products online?

Any other special requirements (Client login, blog, search capability, email opt-ins, etc.)?

Do you need recommendations for site hosting?

Content is of utmost importance:

Do you have enough content to build a website (images, copy, etc.)?

Is all of the aforementioned content ready to go (images, copy, etc.)?

Do you require help with your content (copywriting, photography)?
